The Monastery of Escorial was built by order of King Phillip II
and it is a Palace, a Church and a Royal Pantheon. The Valley of
the Fallen is a memorial monument of those who died during the
Spanish Civil War. We’ll see the large cross and the impressive
church excaved in the rock. TOLEDO, ESCORIAL &

Combined tour including half day Toledo and
half day Escorial and Valley of the Fallen.

AVILA & SEGOVIA
Daily April to October. 
Daily except Tuesday, Thursday (November to March)
Departure: 9:15 hrs.
The city of Avila is the birthplace of Ste. Theresa, source of the
Spanish misticism. Visit its medieval walls. Segovia is an old town
rich in historical monuments: The Roman Aqueduct from time of
Emperor Augustus, The Gothic Cathedral and the XI Century Alcá-
zar fortress are the most representatives. Full day tour.
