Over 50% of the country’s manufacturing industry is located here. The magnificent Andes range, with its snow-capped peaks, surrounds the city; there are peaks of 6,000m 100 km away. 
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Located at Santiago’s most prestigious and refined neighbourhood, El Golf, the 205–room Ritz Carlton lies within walking distance of upscale boutiques and restaurants. An entry to Santiago's modern subway is right outside. Fourteen floors of luxurious rooms and suites are crowned by a rooftop conservatory housing an indoor pool and Jacuzzi. 	Met at Puerto Montt Airport and transferred to Puerto Varas. Enjoy a Half day City Tour through Puerto Montt & Puerto Varas,  prior arriving Hotel Melia Patagonia. 
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The visit to Puerto Montt begins with a panoramic view of the capital, from a strategic viewpoint. When going down towards downtown, we shall traverse the residential districts and government buildings. Some of the landmarks we will sight are the Main Square with its Cathedral, the German settlers Monument, the Jesuit Church, featuring a bell tower that has been declared National Monument, the Urmeneta Street and Antonio Varas Street. We will drive towards the commercial and harbour zones, in direction towards the town of Chinquihue, with splendid views of the Pacific Ocean, returning through the fish and seafood market of Angelmó with its colourful craftsmanship fair. 
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We shall continue through the Pan-American highway towards the city of Puerto Varas, also known as the city of the roses, situated at the shores of Lake Llanquihue, the third greatest lake of the continent. The tour starts through St. San Francisco and its parochial church (1917), and covers the Vicente Perez Rosales Main Square, Municipal Casino new building, residential districts with their old houses built with larch wood, some of them declared National Monument. We shall skirt the lake through the promenade towards the Philippi hill, stop at a panoramic viewpoint and enjoy a bird-eye sight of Puerto Varas and its surroundings.

	Met at the Hotel and transferred to Villa La Angostura by land. 
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Departing by land from the lake town of Puerto Varas on the Llanquihue Lake we traverse peaceful grazing lands dotted by farms and villages, with the silhouette of the majestic Osorno Volcano in the background. Side roads lead to the quaint German village of Frutillar and Puerto Octay also on Lake Llanquihue.  
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We traverse the Puyehue National Park across the lush Valdivian Temperate Rainforest. Only five temperate rain forest ecosystems exist in the world, and the Valdivian is the second largest, smaller only than the Pacific Northwest of North America. The shores of the Pacific Ocean carve the western edge of the Valdivian Temperate Forests, while the resplendent rise of the Andean Cordillera marks the boundary on the east. Currents of Pacific air rise from the Andean foothills, creating the plentiful rainfall that sustains the emerald green of these forests. At the edge of this forest, snowcapped volcanoes carve a stunning silhouette against the sky. The vegetation is predominantly temperate evergreen broadleaf forest mixed with needle-leafed trees, which gives way to glacial meadows at higher altitudes. the forests are very dense, with epiphyte-laden trees reaching up to 150 feet (46 m) in height. The most abundant trees are Antarctic beech, but many other trees are also present, including the threatened guaitecas cypress, as well as the monkey puzzle tree.
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We reach the Cardenal Samoré - Puyehue Pass (1,308 m over sea level) at the border with Argentina. We shall stop to clear customs and immigrations and continue our way towards Villa La Angostura. A very scenic drive through lush forests leads to the Nahuel Huapi National Park. We shall skirt beautiful lakes of the Argentine Lake District: Lake Espejo as a natural balcony perched from the heights, surrounded by forests and steep slopes. Pretty green lichens hang from the Antarctic beech trees (Nothofagus - lengas), a unique sight. Streams cross the road and cascades fall from the surrounding mountain slopes.

	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	We reach the lovely Last Hope Sound (Ultima Esperanza) of the famous Lake Nahuel Huapi, cross a high bridge over the Correntoso River with great views of Lake Correntoso to the left and the Nahuel Huapi on the right. We shall reach the picturesque village of Villa La Angostura embedded on the istmus of the Quetrihue Peninsula, and further Bayo Mountain, the Cerro Bayo ski resort.
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We shall have lunch at the lovely Las Balsas Relais & Chateaux, a magic hideaway embedded in a most romantic and dreamlike cove overlooking the picture Lake Nahuel Huapi, amidst magnificent forests and snow-capped peaks. Thanks to genial chef Pablo Campoy's inspired cooking, this is Patagonia's gourmet getaway, and the spa is its detox destination of choice. Local specialties, smoked trout and game mingle with fresh vegetables and fruits, memorable home-made pastries.
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	The small, modern Las Balsas looks and feels old-world. Decorated with a lot of charm by prestigious Argentine interior designer Delia Tedín, a perfect blend of comfort and beauty, design and texture, combined into a display of small details that add pleasure to intimacy. The blue wooden walls and octogonal tower of Las Balsas overlook a peaceful bay.

	
	
	

	
	
	After a heavenly lunch, we board our private cruiser from Las Balsas private pier and navigate the crystal clear blue waters of the Nahuel Huapi Lake, the perfect setting for cruising. Lay back, relax, take in the views, and try a hand at trawling for trophy lake trout.
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Lake Nahuel Huapi is the largest in the region (570 sq km), glacial origin, with multiple bays, islands, fiords, dramatic views of Andean peaks and lush forests all around, the lake covers more than 329 square miles of terrain. Nearly 1,500 feet deep, its eight fjords embrace the Andes at 2,516 feet above sea level. One of these peaks, Mount Tronador, reaches 11,600 ft. Long recognized for its striking beauty, Nahuel Huapi forms the centrepiece for Nahuel Huapi National Park, a premier sports destination on the Argentina – Chile border. The 4,877 square-mile park opened in 1903.
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We shall navigate by Victoria Island with its beautiful flora and majestic peaks of the Andes in the background and stop at the lovely Quetrihue Peninsula to take a stroll along the mysterious Arrayanes Forest. This specie grows solitary in other regions, and only here it acquires arboreal form, reaching 20 m of height and conforming a unique forest in the world for its characteristics, reaching 300 years of age. The Arrayanes Forest is located in Los Arrayanes National Park. Local folklore says that Walt Disney was inspired by this special habitat with tall red-bark trees for his famous film "Bambi".
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After a 2-hour navigation we shall reach the southern shore of the lake and disembark at Puerto Pañuelo by the Llao Llao Hotel & Resort. The arrival to Llao Llao is impressive, standing on a hill overlooking the two lakes: Nahuel Huapi and Moreno and the surounding snow-capped majestic Andes, the imposing Tronador Volcano, magnificent!

	This is a lovely panoramic drive to view the amazing natural scenery of the Nahuel Huapi National Park on the outskirts of the city of Bariloche.  A scenic drive bordering the huge Nahuel Huapi Lake, passing along the way by the foot of Mount Otto , the lovely Bonita Beach, Huemul Island, traversing the residential area of Melipal with its lovely homes facing the lake, until Campanario Bay. We shall stop for an optional ride on the chair-lift up Mount Campanario (1,050m) to marvel at one of the most impressive post-card views: 360º of lakes and majestic Andean peaks. From a bird’s-eye view we enjoy all of the above-mentioned spots plus Goye Mountain, the Swiss Village and the Catedral Ski Resort.  
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	On clear days we may spot the white-capped and imposing Mount Tronador Peak, the highest in the region. We continue towards Mount López and López Bay and stop at a panoramic lookout point, for the perfect photograph. 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Buenos Aires is a beautiful, cosmopolitan, seductive and energetic port city, stretching south-to-north along the River Plate, the gateway to Argentina. Porteños, the residents of Buenos Aires, are known to have an elaborate and rich cultural identity. The lifestyle and architecture is markedly European, in fact, Buenos Aires is often referred to as the “Paris of the South”.

Its imposing style and decoration truly distinguish the Alvear Palace as one of Buenos Aires’ finest hotels. The Louis XV architecture was built with original materials brought from France. Located in the heart of the elegant neighbourhood of Recoleta, it is surrounded by some of the best restaurants, museums, shops & antique stores in the city.  The Alvear offers traditional hospitality combined with the most up-to-date facilities. 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An overall acquaintance with the city of Buenos Aires, on a private guided tour. We will visit the Main Square, Plaza de Mayo, with its outstanding buildings: the neo-classical Cathedral, the colonial Cabildo, the old town-hall, and the Presidential Palace, the “Casa Rosada”, Avenida de Mayo with its Art-Nouveau and Déco buildings, its cafés and the Congress House.
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We continue southwards towards La Boca quarter, where Italian immigrants settled last century at the mouth of the Riachuelo, with its picturesque multicolour tin-houses and lively atmosphere, a street art market on Caminito Street and the legendary Boca Juniors soccer stadium
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Then we will visit San Telmo, the old part of the city, with its bohemian atmosphere, its narrow sidewalks, cobbled-stone streets, one-storey flat-roofed colonial houses, windows with wrought iron railings. We browse around the famous Flea-Market on Plaza Dorrego that only takes place on Sundays, with its lively ambience with street entertainers dancing tango in the streets, and vendors selling old collectibles of all possible kinds. We shall visit the workshop of a master silversmith, a craft that characterizes Argentina.
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We continue to Puerto Madero, the old harbour of Buenos Aires, that has become the city’s newest neighbourhood and amazing real estate development alongside the docklands, with its renovated old brick warehouses, marinas and yacht clubs, and a string of fashionable restaurants along its waterfront.
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Last but not least, we shall visit the elegant residential Barrio Norte quarter with its French architecture, the Recoleta Cemetery with its amazing mausoleums and statuary and the colonial Pilar Church, ending with a tour around Palermo residential neighbourhood, with its quiet curvy streets, wonderful parks and gardens, monuments, lovely town-houses and city mansions.

	Esquina Carlos Gardel Tango Night
The brothels and bars lost in the sprawling outskirts of Buenos Aires were the first setting for the tango towards the end of the last century. With the passing of the years, its myths seduced the sons of good families who had to mix in the wild suburbs during their initial escapades. To the horror of Buenos Aires society, tango started to gain a social niche and gradually became a symbol of the country. The 40’s were the golden years of Argentine tango. Italian songwriter Pablo Conte wrote, “As the lizard can be the summary of the crocodile, tango can be the summary of a lifetime”.
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Esquina Carlos Gardel, housed in an elegant venue, reminiscent of Buenos Aires’ Belle Epoque, when the tango returned triumphant and glamorous from Paris. Its location on the corner of a cul-de-sac with the statue to immortalize Carlos Gardel, “El Morocho del Abasto”, the most popular tango figure of all times. First opened in 1893 as a hotel and restaurant called Chanta Cuatro, it became a classic in the neighbourhood, where “Carlitos” Gardel gathered with his friends and mates for dining, staying up late, singing, or simply waiting for the next day to follow, blending waltzes, tunes, milongas... 

Completely refurbished into a sophisticated club keeping with the Art Nouveau style reminiscent of the time, it recently reopened its doors to host a spectacular tango show featuring the authentic roots and the pure essence of the Argentine tango, with a six-piece orchestra, famed singers and dancers of top artistic quality. 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The Iguazú Falls are the most overwhelming falls in South America. Iguazú means “Great Waters” in the Guaraní Indian tongue. The exuberant virgin rain forests, the red earth, the amazing wildlife and the overwhelming view of 275 waterfalls plunging over a 250 ft. precipice into the mysterious Devil’s Throat gorge, wrapped in a dense cloud of mist and a myriad rainbows. The water plunges at a rate of 6,000 cubic feet a second. Their height is greater than Niagara’s by approximately 70 feet and their width by one half.

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We shall take a train at the Cosme Velho railroad station, on our way we will transverse this traditional residential district and enjoy a picturesque drive. We will take a cogwheel train that will carry us up until 710 meters over the sea level, arriving the statue of Christ. To reach the top of Corcovado Hill, the train crosses the largest urban forest of the planet. The Tijuca Forest is located at the heart of Rio de Janeiro and it separates the South and North zones of the city. While ascending we will be able to enjoy a lush scenery and breath fresh mountain air of the Tijuca Forest.  

	
	
	

	
	
	Once at top-hill we shall enjoy the sight of the almost 40-metre tall statue of Christ over our heads, and of the whole city of Rio de Janeiro spreading along the shores of the coastline. The folklore proclaims that the city is protected by Christ, the Redeemer, who blesses visitors and residents from on high. The spectacle is truly unusual and imposing. 
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We shall continue straight to the Sugar Loaf with a stop for lunch. The cable car trip has two stages: The first goes to Urca Hill, 220 metres high, and after a short walk we arrive to the second station. From here we climb up to the top of Sugar Loaf itself. The top of Sugar Loaf, 396 metres high, has been landscaped and includes several pathways and a bar.
